Important Deadline for Primary School Places

If you have a child born between 1st September 2013 and 31st August 2014 you need to apply for their
Reception place by Monday 15th January 2018. If you have other children already in primary school you
must still make a separate application for any child requiring a place in September. Applications made
after this date will be considered late and may be at a disadvantage. To apply for a school place you need
to apply to Torbay Council and can apply online or hand in a paper application to your preferred school
or to a Torbay Connections Office.
