Maths: Children will reinforce and build on
their previous learning. They will be pro-
vided with a number rich environment to
explore through continuous provision (Busy
Time). Direct teaching will be focused on
key skills and assessments will be made
whilst the children are engaged in play
based learning opportunities.

Number - Place Value

Revisit counting to 20 forwards and backwards from any given
number.

Revisit counting ,reading and writing numbers to 10 in humer-
als and words. We use rhymes to reinforce the correct for-
mation and offer a variety of methods to practice formation
e.g. paints. chalks and collage techniques.

Begin to identify one more and one less than a number within
20.

Use the language of: equal , more than, less than, most and
least.

Number - Addition and Subtraction

They will be practicing their number bonds i.e. 2 numbers that
make 10.

They will begin to use addition and subtraction number sen-
tences to solve problems. The symbols + - and = will be used.

Position and Direction

Children will be introduced to using their left and right to give
and receive directions.

Geometry

We will use the Christmas season to explore 2d and 3d shape
through wrapping presents!
